XII. Old Business
1. The Comprehensive Plan surveys have been tabulated and will be presented at a joint TPC/TB meeting on 12/4.
2. Pete and I are reviewing and drafting updates for a number of ordinances.
3. T am revising the Zoning permit application and updating the instructions.
4. Tam working with the Fire Department/EMS on 4 grant applications for breathing apparatus; the total project budget is $100,000. One, a

matching grant for $50,000 has been submitted to the Woods Foundation. The FEMA Assistance to Firefighters Grant is due on December 6
and is for almost $10,000. Grants to the Duluth Superior Area Community Foundation and to the Apostle Islands Area Community Fund are
due in March. The Island Association continues to actively fundraise for this project.

- We had 3 permit applications in
November 2013, compared to 9 in
November 2012.

- We are at 36 permit applications
for the year, compared to 50 this
same time last year, a 28%
reduction.

- We had a total of 56 permit
applications in 2012. In 2009 we
had 89 permits, the most for any
year in the past five years.

- The permit numbers in this chart
do not include rental permits, of
which there are approximately 100
per year.
